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Agreement between Merchandise Vendor and

Latin Music Fest has reached agreements with State Fair Park to rent their facilities for the event and allow outside vendors to participate in the event, under the terms and conditions provided by State Fair Park.  Latin Music Fest will hereinafter be referred to as Latin Music Fest or the event. In entering this agreement, (Vendor Name), hereinafter referred to as Vendor, agrees to the following terms with the Latin Music Fest Board of Directors:

1. Vendor will rent a booth from Latin Music Fest at a rate of $150 per day. The festival will take place on two days, September 16th, 2006 through September 17th, 2006.  The hours of operation for September 16th are from 12:00 PM until 12:00 Am and 12:00 PM to 7:00 PM on the 17th.  The dimensions of the booth are 10 feet by 10 feet. A limited number of 20 feet by 10 feet booths are available at a rental fee of $300 per day. All dollars are U.S.D.  

2. Vendor will pay a non-refundable deposit, equal to 50% of the total booth rental fee, upon signing this agreement with Latin Music Fest. All applications must be submitted no later than August 15th, 2006.  The balance of rental fee is due on September 15th, 2006. 3. Vendors are responsible for utility costs, which may average $40 per hook-up, according to State Fair Park staff estimates. Actual utility costs may be more or less, depending on usage. The utility costs will be billed to the vendor by the Latin Music Fest.

4. Vendors will supply their own equipment to furnish your area including a “lightbulb” , paddlock and additional light sources if that is of preference.  Some equipment may be available for rental from State Fair Park. Rental cost for the equipment must be paid by the vendor. 

5. Any signs that are displayed by the vendor must be printed professionally or printed with computer graphics. Signs may be printed on any material. Hand-written signs are not allowed by State Fair Park policy.  Signs may hang from State Fair Park structures, as long as structures are not altered. Alterations, including but not limited to drilled holes or cut wood, may NOT be made to the State Fair Park property.  Free-standing signs may also be used. 

6. Vendor must disclose merchandise for sale to Latin Music Fest for approval prior to opening for business. Obscene or illicit materials are prohibited.

7. Vendor must have proper licensing. Vendors must provide license upon request. INSURANCE:  Vendor must have sufficient liability and workers compensation insurance. Vendor must provide certificate of insurance prior to the opening for business at Latin Music Fest.

8. Vendor may not sell beverages.  Beverages will be sold by LMF beverage vendors.

9. Vendor may not actively distribute flyers nor other advertising materials. However, vendors are allowed to display flyers or other advertising materials for their customers to acquire within their rented area only.

10. Latin Music Fest is not responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged items or articles. 

11. Vendor may set up on Friday, September 15th, 2006.  Latin Music Fest will take place in the International Area and Mall area at State Fair Park. These areas will be guarded by security during the hours that Latin Music Fest is closed on September 15th, 2006 until the morning of September 17th, 2005.  Any property left beyond September 17th will be left at your own risk and must have pre-approval by the State Fair Park administration.

12. NON-CONFORMANCE: If vendor does not adhere to the aforementioned terms and conditions, vendor may not be allowed to participate in the event. If vendor does not open for business on either of the agreed upon dates, per this agreement, the vendor is still responsible for compensating Latin Music Fest in the amount equal to the total space rental fee LESS the pre-paid deposit.
